Course objectives:  The middle school concept is based on exploratory research.  As a result, students will be able to develop a deeper understanding and appreciation for various print media such as the school yearbook, newsletter, and other journalism related activities.
Exit Goal:  At the end of the course, students will develop a deeper understanding and appreciation for journalism with at least 80 % accuracy.

· Referred to the SSO and disciplinary action implemented

· Level II or III offenses

· Student does not participate in class
