Course Description and Objectives

This is an advanced 7th grade math class.  The focus of this course is to introduce algebra skills such as linear functions; real numbers and right triangles; data analysis; polynomials and nonlinear functions.  Students will master seventh grade math skills that are aligned with GPSS content standards and SAT10 such as:  decimal operations; data and statistics; number patterns and fractions; integers; equations, inequalities and functions; rations and proportions; percents geometric figures; measurement; surface area and volume; and probability.   Students who successfully complete this class will take algebra in 8th grade.  

Textbook Title and Required Materials  

Students will be issued Pre-Algebra, by McDougal Littell.  Students will keep their textbook at home and use a class set in school.  Students will need a composition notebook, a protractor, ruler, calculator (preferably a scientific calculator), graph paper, pencils and pens.
