The Pirates for Success Summer Program was planned and designed by the Program Coordinator, the Guidance Counselors, and the school administration.  Discussions were initially based on the target population (at-risk) and the impact of last year’s design on student performance as the determining factors for this year’s program.  Agreement was made that the three content areas addressed in our School Improvement Plan (SIP) and District Action Plan (DAP) would be the focus of instruction.  In addition, we decided to add an Advisor/Advisee-Character Education block to help develop and promote a positive attitude toward school.  

Upon completion of the program application, it was electronically sent out to 10 of our teachers and PTO officers for the input and feedback.  Summer School information was presented at the PTO meeting on March 26, 2009.  The AIJMS community fully supports the project and is optimistic that it will have a positive impact on student success.

NEEDS STATEMENT

Agueda I. Johnston Middle School (AIJMS) has a student population of approximately 810 students.  This student population is composed largely of students from residential areas and come from diverse ethnic, socio-economic and educational backgrounds.  AIJMS services students from three main elementary schools (C.L. Taitano Elementary, Price Elementary, and Ordot Elementary), and four main villages (Sinajana, Ordot, Chalan Pago, and Mangilao).  

AIJMS is a school with a large number of students from low-income families.  Fifty eight percent (58%) of our students and families participate in the Free/Reduced Lunch program (statistics from the National School Breakfast Program and the National School Lunch Program).
SY 07-08 has been a reform year for our community and a lot of work is being directed to improve student academic performance.  For the second year, AIJMS has instituted an infusion model for the Corrective Reading (CR) and Connecting Math Concepts (CMC) programs that will improve the fidelity of the program and the progression of students through the program.  In addition, we are working closely with grade level teachers to ensure skills alignment with SAT 10 and District Content Standards and Performance Indicators.  By SY 09-10, teachers will be submitting to the Assistant Principal, Curriculum quarterly Skills Assessment Checklists and Learning Accountability Monitoring Forms.  These documents will help teachers and the administration ensure that skills are being taught and monitored for proficiency.  
For the last two school years, most of our students had performance scores (what students know and should be able to do) of Level 1 (little or no mastery of fundamental knowledge and skills) and Level 2 (partial mastery of knowledge and skills) on the SAT9/SAT 10.  Below is a breakdown of the school’s Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) performance for 6th, 7th, and 8th grade Reading, Language Arts, and Math over the last two years.  (Note:  The GPSS District Action Plan / School Action Plan requires 90% of students scoring in Levels 3 & 4 on the SAT 10 by SY 13-14.  SY 04-05 is the baseline school year so the expected target is zero, however, data shown is to reflect % of increase over 9 years.  The annual percent of increase is calculated by Research Planning and Evaluation Division by subtracting the baseline from .90 (goal) and dividing by total years (9) to accomplish the goal.)  

In the graphs below, the blue bars indicates the actual percentage of students who scored at Levels 3 and 4 (Proficiency and Above).  The red bars indicate the percent of gain students are expected to make each year.  As evidenced in the data below, most of our students are not meeting the expected SAT 10 gains in order to meet the 90% mark in SY 2013-14. 
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STUDENT SELECTION

Approximately 82 existing 6th and 7th grade students and 80 incoming 6th-grade at-risk students will be selected to participate in the twenty day summer program. 
At-risk is defined as:

 (1) students scoring Levels 1 and 2 on the SAT 10, 
 (2) students performing below grade level as determined by CR (RM6 or      

      below/COMP C and below), or CMC (CMC D and below)  placement; 
 (3) students with a cumulative GPA less than 69%, 
 (4) student recommended for retention, 
 (5) students with Level II or III behavioral offenses resulting in more than thirty days of        

      absence, and 
 (6) students being monitored for habitual truancy.

INSTRUCTIONAL TIME AND DESIGN

Agueda I. Johnston’s summer school will operate daily from 8:00 AM to 12:45 PM, for a total of 20 instructional days, beginning on June 10, 2009, and ending on July 9, 2009.  All students will take one Character Education class, and one class each of Reading, Language Arts, and Math.  Each class period will be for duration of 60 minutes with one 15-minute midway through the instructional day.

Teacher Team Prep

Students will be authorized on campus at 7:30am and guided to the dining hall for breakfast.  They will be supervised by available faculty and twelve month support staff.

In maintaining the “teaming” component of the middle school concept, there will be two teams of 6th grade classes and a team of 7th and 8th grade combined.  Academic teams consisting of no more than 54 students will share the same Language Arts, Reading, and Math teacher. Each of these teachers will teach an additional character education block to the students assigned to their team.  This concept is essential to skill mastery and more importantly will enhance the development of habits, attitudes and self-esteem among students.
Skill development in Character Education, Reading, Language Arts, and Math may include:
A.  Character Ed

● Develop a positive attitude towards school

● Strategies for success in school

● Organization and Note Taking Skills

● Conflict Resolution / Peer Mediation

● Communication skills 

B.  Reading

● Developing thinking strategies

● Reading Comprehension

● Test-taking skills in Reading

● Familiarity of narrative, informational and persuasive/argumentative text

C.  Language Arts

● Developing Writing strategies

● Revising and editing skills

● Test-taking skills in Writing

● Prewriting strategies

● Types of Writing

D.  Mathematics

Student placement will be random and based on their respective grade level.   Reading, Language Arts, and Math assessment will be determined using teacher made instruments.  The Nelson Reading & WRAT Math Tests may be used.  
Each subject will be taught for a one-hour block period.  Instruction will be developed based on the skill level of the students.  As discussed in the needs section of this proposal, a skill-based curriculum has been designed for each core content area and grade level.  The skills identified for each area are aligned with the DOE Content Standards and Performance Indicators, as well as SAT10 skills.  

A skills assessment checklist to determine whether the specific skills have been mastered will be utilized.  A 70% average of the total students for each skill that is taught and assessed must be achieved before a new skill will be introduced.  Various assessment techniques will be utilized to include but not limited to group and individual work, tests and quizzes, oral presentations and journals.  A pre- and post- test instrument developed by the teacher will be used to establish a baseline of student strengths and weaknesses. 
Incoming 6th Graders
An additional component of our summer program will be incorporated to prepare our incoming 6th graders for middle school.  Strategies for success in Reading, Writing and Math will be the focus of instruction in our summer “bridge” program.  Character Education instruction will also be an integral part of their program in order to enhance self-esteem, teamwork, and build positive attitudes for the upcoming school year.

Parental Involvement
Parental involvement is an integral part of our summer program.  A parent orientation will schedule prior to the start of the program.  A Parent-Teacher Conference at the mid-point of the program will be scheduled so parents can see the progress and impact of the program on student performance and teachers can showcase student work.   Parent participation in classroom instruction will be encouraged.  When field trips are taken, parents will be invited to assist in supervision. 

Teacher Selection:
Teachers at AIJMS will be given priority status because of their familiarity with the students and staff, however, qualifications and experience with at-risk students and use of innovative teaching strategies will take precedence.  Each prospective teacher will be given a copy of the summer program.  During an oral interview, points will be given to those who demonstrate an in-depth understanding of the program objectives and have proven themselves proficient in utilizing creative teaching methods that foster learning with at-risk students.  Lastly, points will be given to those candidates who are able to articulate how they can meet the needs of the 162 students in the program.

The Program Coordinator along with the Assistant Principal, Curriculum will be responsible for monitoring student attendance, compiling the final student reports for each student, coordinating the parent orientation and mid-point parent conference and, finally, providing student counseling when necessary.

Follow-Up:
At the end of the summer program, the Program Coordinator will provide the respective grade level counselors with a report on students’ performance, as well as recommendations for follow-up.

A final summer school report will be provided for each student containing, but not limited to, a final grade for each subject, an assessment checklist comprised of all skills taught and the percentage score received, and three (3) to five (5) teacher recommendations for areas to work on for the following school year.  This information will be included in the report given to the Guidance Counselors.

At-risk is defined as (1) students scoring Levels 1 and 2 on the SAT 10, (2) students performing below grade level as determined by CR (RM6 or below/COMP C and below), or CMC (CMC D and below)  placement; (3) students with a cumulative GPA less than 69%, (4) student recommended for retention, (5) students with Level II or III behavioral offenses resulting in more than thirty days of absence, and (6) students being monitored for habitual truancy.  
Orientation for all students will be held on June 10, 2009, in the school dining hall from 8:00 a.m-9:00 a.m. Breakfast may be served from 7:30am-8:00am. Classes will proceed right after orientation is done. Attached is the registration form. Please complete and have your child submit to the counseling office at his/her respective school or to the main office at Agueda Johnston School no later than May 28, 2009.  Enrollment is based on students meeting the “at-risk” criteria and will be determined on a first come first serve basis.

PROPERTY MANAGEMENT REQUIREMENTS

10. Adequate maintenance procedures as recommended by the manufacturer shall be implemented to keep the property in good condition.

11. Items acquired with the Title V-A  funds should be clearly identifiable as property of the project and as having been purchased with Title V-A funds,  All items purchased should be marked “2009 Title V-A School-Based Summer Programs”  and the fiscal year when it was acquired.

12.
